Much work still needs to be done in the areas of 1) processing all the
aspects and implications of the document; 2) administrating informa-
tion gathered; and 3) developing orientation materials for future staff
and volunteers.

Who do our children look up to? It is a question | have been asking myself recently.
With Beaver football players appearing in court for taking a golf cart, (was it stealing or
just joyriding?) with boy scouters being accused of sexual misconduct, with religious
leaders, in Europe, this time, being accused of the same, not to mention the history in
our own country, who will they look to with trust and respect.

Role models, coaches, youth leaders, parents, grandparents, aunts and uncles are in
fact the folks that children look to for cues on how to act and behave. Not too long ago
a little league coach taught his team to feign an injury in order to take advantage of the
other team. Drivers education instructors tell us that teens who take risks while driving
are often copying the driving patterns of their parents and family members who drive.

Who have you taught to do something? Did you use your best ethics or did you bend
the rules? Who's been watching you while you text and drive? When was the last time
you ran a yellow light?

One of the favorite sayings of my family was, “little pictures have big ears.” | was one
of those little pictures who as a child overheard many conversations and watched lots
of actions of adults that taught me many things, things more caught than taught. Those
who are younger often look to those who are older for their cues on where the bounda-
ries lie. What will our youngsters see from us as we interact in our daily lives.

How will the children of our congregation see us as we interact with them (or not inter-
act with them, as the case may be) on Sundays and other times when they are here
with us. Do we talk to them, greet them, take an interest in them? Do they see us at
our best or at our worst? Little pictures do have big ears, and eyes and capacities to
copy. What is the legacy we will leave to them? Who will be following our lead? And is
it worthy of emulation?

The
items, recommended priorities, and best cost estimates for each item, plus a
10 % contingency was proposed to be presented to the congregation at a
special meeting on May 23, 2010 at 12:30 pm. Further, this could be accom-
plished by refinancing the present church mortgage combined with the rental
mortgage and some additional borrowing.
Motion 4 : that the congregation take out a loan for nominally $225,000 to
refinance the church mortgage and the rental mortgage. Carried

Motion 5: that the congregation take out a loan for $227,000 for the follow-
ing maintenance projects and handicap restroom (which requires changes to
Fireside kitchen and choir room) as prioritized below:

1. Ronnenkamp roof Bid $14,500
2. Flat roof Bid $99,000
3. Organ Bid $12,500
4. Kitchen/Handicap Bathroom Bid $75,000
5. Ronnenkamp furnaces Bid $ 5,000

10% Contingency $21,000
Total $227,000

Carried.

. BEWARE OF POISON OAK, POISON IVY, AND POISON SUMAC
All three of these plants are growing now and can cause a very unpleasant rash on
the skin when people touch them.
Some ways to prevent exposure:

Learn how to identify these plants.

. - Keep skin covered with gloves, boots, long pants and long-sleeved shirts
. when you are working outdoors.

Before heading outside to work, rub an over-the-counter barrier cream into
the skin that contains the ingredient bentoquatum, which can keep irritants in
these plants from getting into the skin.

Don't burn these plants. Inhaling the smoke from it can cause serious health
problems.

Don't touch any animal, person or object that could have come into contact
with these plants, including gardening equipment or sports equipment.
